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Chuck Zukowski documented cattle mutilations along the southern borders of Utah, Colorado and Kansas. Date???
Las Vegas is 80 miles west of area 51. In spring 1953,  9 year old Robert Bigelow saw a nuclear detonation from the direction of area 51 from Las Vegas.

Bigelow had a successful real estate business. Bigelow read reports on the 300 lb monster that did not harm humans, but mutilated cattle. His parents saw a UFO up close. He decided to approach space travel and possible ET life as an engineering problem. He dedicated his wealth to creating a scientific understanding of unearthly possibilities. He endowed a new physics lab at the U of Nevada and added an additional 3.7 million for the creation and continuation of a program that would attract experts on human consciousness. He funded a leading parapsychologist as the Bigelow Chair at the U, to study altered states of consciousness, near death experiences, and ESP. p. 143       
From their he founded the National Institute for Discovery Science Headquarters in Las Vegas in 1996, with top researchers in the fields of biology, geology, astrophysics, and chemistry, as well as trained former police detectives, and FBI agents, tasked with studying verifiable UFO sightings. He wasn’t trying to find UFOs; he was trying to use science to identify whatever it was people were seeing. He faced an uphill battle for anything resembling respect from the greater scientific community. To many scientists, studying UFOs is a career killer, and that hasn’t changed in 50 years.

Bigelow believed his team had identified a source of at least one of the more frequent types of sightings: big black deltas, that seemed to hover, maneuver quickly, and accelerate to high speeds. They showed a coorelation between the sightings and the location of known air force bases conducting research on “lighter-than-air” craft.

Employing aircraft design specialists and using military sources, the NIDS concluded the deltas were most likely experimental blimps, powered by electrokinetic engines that had been under development by the air force since the early 80s. 

Bigelow considered most cattle mutilations outside the NIDS charter, but the reports form Utah were staggering. Two different sets of ranch owners, and a large number of withesses, had endured strange phenomena, from animal mutilations and UFO sightings to crop circles and flying orbs, as well as vivid accounts of huge bizarre beasts that appeared out of nowhere, in line with “skinwalker” mythologies of the local Native American tribes.. 
Rather than send a team to study the ranch, Bigelow bought the place, put up fences and placed three of his scientists in permanent residence, providing hundreds of thousands of dollars in sophisticated equipment. His scientists witnessed numerous anomalies themselves, but the recording devises had not picked up anything conclusive. Bigelow’s only evidence was the very bizarre case report.

In 2008, Zukowski found someone at the Agilent corp  who agreed to look at a piece of material he found at Roswell with an electron microscope.

Aluminum and silicon were the significant constituents. Normally alloys of this sort were smooth, but the sample was battered.
Zukowski got an email from a real scientist who was interested in his piece of material. The real scientist represented Bigelow Aerospace Advanced Space Studies. 

Arrangements were made for BAASS to obtain and test the sample.

Bigelow adopted an idea from NASA called TransHab, inflatable space habitats. He took over the project, which became Genesis. He now had ties with the government.    
He made arrangements with the FAA, as stated in the FAA manual, to be the contact point for pilots who want to report UFO sightings. Pilots were to report their sighting to Bigelow Aerospace Advanced Space Studies, a sister company to Bigelow Aerospace.

After months Zukowski got an email from BAASS. Saying an x-ray fluorescence exam had been performed, and the material was identified as a polymer unfamiliar to BAASS. He heard nothing more.     P. 178 f.

A relationship had been initiated between MUFON and BAASS after a 2008 meeting between MUFON officials and Bigelow. BAASS would fund MUFON organized rapid response teams. They initially approved funding for one of Zukowski’s cattle mutilation cases, but then pulled the funding, because there was not enough UFO presence. Zukowsky decided to go ahead with collecting data from the case. He also note a circular scorch mark near the mutilation.

Zukowsky took a sample of the scorched soil to a local lab. Demanding anominimity, the lab found that the sample had less “exchange capacity”, or solubility, than the soil surrounding the anomaly. A veterinary pathologist at Colorado State U was intrigued by the mutilations, and agreed to do an examination. The results interested the pathologist, and Zukowsky began a collaboration with her. 
Zukowsky’s sister Debbie was assigned a MUFON case in Scammon Kansas in 2008. She was supposed to be met and supplied with materials by reps from BAASS. She reported speaking to a witness of a spectacular UFO sighting. She then went to the local sheriff’s office. The sheriff refused to talk to her. She reported following many cars who converged on a Mexican restaurant, and that she went inside, saw local police, state police, and FBI people. They kicked her out and followed her for a 6 hour drive back to her house.   This chapter was her account of what happened.

Zukowsky was fired from his job as a sheriff’s deputy, relating to his research on cattle mutilation and disinformation by Fox news on a cattle mutilation case. 
… pilots and army officers couldn’t report UFO sightings without risking their careers. Scientists couldn’t study strange phenomena without risking their academic posts, enduring mockery, laughter and scorn. Journalists couldn’t cover even the most obvious of incidents without their work being compared to science fiction.

In 2011, Zukowsky realized that data points for the Mantell incident in Kentucky, ufo sightings, animal mutilations, all occurred on the 37th parallel.

Zukowsky apparently saw something from BAASS near an animal mutilation on the 37th parallel.
