“Richard Shoup explained in his paper entitled "Understanding Retrocausality: Can a Message be Sent to the Past?"  that psychologist Daryl J. Bem of Cornell conducted an experiment that would show a subject two sets of curtains with a picture behind one of them. The subject "guesses" and the curtains are revealed. The computer simulating this experiment would not "know" which curtain contained the picture until after the guess was made. While most of the results led to near chance at 50%, the results showed a higher margin of success (p. 17) for the subset of erotic images — 53.1%. Those who would score above the midpoint and were considered "stimulus-seeking" according to a pre-screening questionnaire would end up scoring even higher — 57.6%. It would seem that a person's "want-level" alters the outcome of the experiment, even if the alteration was not significant.
