Exhausted Private pilot hears voices advising him how to correct his errors while in flight. “get your left wing up; your heading is off 5 degrees, etc. p.54
Phantom fighters and bombers that appeared in the battle skies of Europe during the second world war. The Phantom of Montrose, where a fighter pilot trying to land his Hurricane at night had to abort several landings because an ancient biplane suddenly cut in front of him. This aircraft was not seen by anyone on the ground. P. 96

 Between 1939 and the end of the war, the aerial struggles were fought fiercely with terrible casualties on both sides. As the air struggles continued, stories began to emerge. At first these  stories were confined to pilots and their crew, but the stories spread to mechanics and flight staff. It seemed that the impossible happened again and again. P. 97

A red German Fokker triplane from WWI was seen by most members of a squadron of Hurricane fighters during WW II. The pilot of the ghost airplane was known as the Red Baron Manfred von Richthofen, the ace of aces in WW I. p 100 
According to RAF records, both German and English WW I biplanes appeared to English squadrons during WW II. Similar records appear in German combat histories. P. 101

A WW II English  Handley-Page Whitley bomber was a phantom in WW II. Eye witness accounts were legion; eye witness reports were startlingly similar; no one was at the controls of this phantom ship. The Whitley was a very marginal aircraft. P. 105

12 Douglas DB-7 Bostons were sent on a bombing raid from England to Germany. The air marshal heard what he took to be sounds of 3 or 4 returning bombers landing. The crews of 3 returning bombers appeared before him. They filled out debriefing intelligence reports, and were dismissed. An aid reported to the air marshal that all 12 bombers had been shot down. The 3 crews were not seen again. P. 108    
Several people flying in a Flying Fortress, including Caidin, observe a vision of a traumatic event being dreamed by a former Fortress gunner.   No one discussed the vision a the time, but they all took notes. They later compared the notes and found them identical. P 113 f 

Parts from various damaged wartime B-29s at China Lake were collected and reassembled as a museum piece at Castle Air Museum. Those collecting pieces at China Lake saw apparitions, saw fuselage doors lock and unlock, and felt “presences”. At the site of the reconstruction of a whole B-29, Castle Air Museum, apparitions appeared, tools and parts were moved, and doors opened and closed. P. 125f

Lindberg, on the final leg of his  flight, from Havana to St Louis, lost visibility  and became disoriented soon after leaving Havana. When he finally got his bearings, he found that he had traveled much further than his available fuel would have allowed. He did not mention this until the final written words for his book Autobiography of Values, published in 1976.

Four engine Consolidated B-24D Liberator built up an incredible record of disasters. The tail would suddenly rip off in flight. 28 Dec 1948. Captain Robert Lundquist and his co-pilot were completing a flight from San Juan Puerto Rico to Miami. Radar picked up the flight, weather was good. Then the aircraft just vanished. There was a major search,     but no sign of the aircraft. P 207
The nutercane is a small  freak violent storm that builds up and dissipates quickly, so it does not show on a weather map.  P. 208   

Caiidin and others were flying a PBY A6 Catalina The weather was perfect, but suddenly, in the Bermuda area, they were surrounded by pale yellow. The compass went out, as well as all the electrical system. After several hours in the yellow soup, they seemed to go past a curtain and they were in perfect weather again. P 212
“We have dealt with ‘more than ghosts’.” … There may well be, and most likely is, a force, an energy, a power beyond anything we know or comprehend. P. 215 
A Boeing 727 was on final approach at Miami Int’l airport. Miami tower had the plane on its radar scopes. Suddenly the radar blip representing the airplane disappeared from the screen. Other aircraft were instructed to try to locate the plane visually, without success. The coast guard was notified, and choppers raced to the last known position of the plane. Nothing. Then, 10 minutes after the radar blip vanished, it was back again, reappearing at the exact same spot on the radar “and in flight”  where it had disappeared.  The aircraft landed uneventfully.  The plane was directed to park away from the terminal. When it stopped and the doors opened, federal investigators asked a barrage of questions. Several other airliners flew through the space where they disappeared. The pilot, crew, and passengers had no idea anything happened. The pilot insisted nothing had happened. “we were on approach, we came in, we got tower, and we landed. Period.” With no breaks in communication. The watches of the flight crew agreed with the aircraft clocks, but every watch and clock on the aircraft was 10 minutes behind the watches on the ground. P. 224 f.

The English expert pilot John Hawke, former RAF pilot, is one of only a few pilots Caidin knows who has survived two time jumps. The first time was on a trip from Fort Lauderdale executive airport to Bermuda. He was flying normally when the compass started spinning. Then he began to feel that he was going to pass out.  He was too weak to do anything, and the aircraft was surrounded by creamy yellow. He passed out and woke up about an hour later with normal instruments and flying conditions, but was 700 miles from where he started. 

Some years later Hawke  was again flying from Miami to Bermuda. This time the airplane became emerssed in a glassy yellow mist.
He flew thru this mist for 5 hours, and the world they returned to normal. He landed in Bermuda. When he checked his fuel levels, he found he had burned not one more ounce than that required to fly from Miami to Bermuda. P. 227 f.

Some of the most remarkable stories  of time twists and the appearance of ghosts are classified because of happening at highly classified locations, such as where nuclear weapons are stored. There is a sickness (perhaps it is sanity) which pervades such facilities. Every so often people working on or near these devises will just walk away from their jobs. No threat of court martial or punishment can touch them. A highly regarded security guard at a British weapons storage facility  “saw” Queen Boadicea in her chariott, and her men at arms racing through the highly secure area. Queen Boadicea was an ancient Briton queen who tangled with the Romans when they invaded England. The guard was carted off to a mental institution. A week later, a corporal of the security force saw the same thing, but retained  control of himself. He stuck to his story and refused to ever return to the weapons storage complex. This event has parallels elsewhere. P. 230 f

And Now …. Kwajalein p. 239 f The first recorded shift in Time was measured during the period from 23 nov 1973 to 10 Jan 1974. The Cesium time generators on Kwajalein Island in the Pacific Ocean, the most precise timing system in the world,  recorded the shift.  Kwajalein compares its output with the US naval Observatory in Wash DC., with a millisecond correlation. Suddenly, the Kwajalein time generators lagged the USNO by .3 microsecond. The first lag lasted a month. The lags continued sporadically.
