Since 1947, a small network of dedicated international researchers has been actively investigating the UFO phenomena. This network has been dubbed the Invisible College. The author believes that not only are UFOs and psychic events inextricably linked, but that these events form a kind of control system propelling the evolution of human beings.
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Introduction

There have been two major approaches to the  study of UFOs: technological and psychological. In my view, this distinction is arbitrary. The UFO phenomena is a direct challenge to the dichotomy between physical and spiritual reality. I will approach this inquiry within the framework of descriptive phenomenology.
Social scientist  Cynthia Nelson has described this as  the attempt to communicate the quality and structure of experiences. P. 2

What does it mean to say that the ufo phenomena represents a control system? I will try to show what takes place thru ufo encounters is control of human beliefs, control of the relationship between our consciousness and physical reality, that this control has been in force throughout history, and that it is of secondary importance that it should now assume the form of space visitors. P 3
Dr J Allen Hynek, in an article called “The UFO Mystery”, published in the FBI bulletin vol 44 no 2 Feb 1975 said:

Way back in the ‘dark ages” of science, when scientists themselves were suspected of being in league with the devil, they had to work privately. They often me clandestinely …. For this reason they called themselves the Invisible College. And it remained invisible until the scientists  of the day gained respectability when the Royal Society was chartered by Charles II in the early 1660s.
I will not enumerate the ufo cases…. One of my own earlier books, Passport to Magonia, catalogues 923 unexplained landings. P. 5

No ufo theory can be acceptable which does not account for the reported psychic effects; space time distortions experienced by percipients of craft like devises which appear or fade away on the spot; “alien” voices or thoughts. I am especially referring to the fact that some witnesses have been changed in a manner thst is not explained by the events they claim to have observed. P. 6
Dr Andrija Puharich brought Uri Geller to the US in 1971 and arranged for him to be studied under lab conditions at several scientific institutions. P. 8

Others less inclined to showmanship have shown similar characteristics.

The common denominator is the feeling of absurdity caused by the superposition  of psychic effects; psychokinesis, telepathy, time travel – to the array of physical descriptions that have become associated with ufos.

Four major elements have combined in the last four years  to shape a new framework for the study of ufo reports, comprising “the Hilltop Theory”

1) The psychic component  of apparent space time alterations and information transfer.

2) The nature of personal, social, and governmental reaction to the phenomena, which can be described as a triple coverup

3) The observation of patterns of belief (akin to new religious movements) among contactees

4) The sophisticated groups which are already exploiting these patterns such as UMMO in Spain

this book presents a personal interpretation of ufo patterns in the light of current changes in human consciousness.

There are now about 100 members of the Invisible College of UFO researchers in five or six countries. I visited the Foreign Technology Division of Wright Patterson AFB I found that frustration concerning this baffling problem was as high or higher among military personnel as it was  among the best informed of my scientific colleagues. P. 12-13
Chapter 1: The Psychic Component 

When the investigators for the Colorado study were at pains to study sightings in the US, a large wave of sightings took place in Spain and Portugal. P. 17
Paranormal events, such as someone may have a dream or hear a knock at the door before a sighting. The aspect I find interesting is the one that has turned many scientists  away is the utter absurdity of the experiences. P. 17-18
When the initial phase of valid observations is over, the genuine cases become adulterated, the public laughs, and a wave of ridicule sweeps into oblivion hundreds of valid sightings.

P. 18

We find that the phenomena of precognition, telepathy, and even healing are not unusual among the reports. P. 21
Cases of uncontrolled levitation or gravity effects have been reported.

As a child, Edgar Cayce met a woman who appeared out of a sphere of radient light, and told him he would be able to heal the sick when he grew up. P. 25

The absurdity of some communication may be a form of meta-logic. As in, when the witness meets a ufo occupant who asks what time is it. The witness gives the correct physical time x oclock, but the ufo occupant says “you lie. it is y oclock. Like a koan.
If you wanted to bypass the intelligentsia, church, and military, and leave undisturbed the administrative and political levels of society, and at the same time implant far reaching doubts about that society, this is exactly how one would have to act. P. 27

Five statements
The things we call ufos are neither objects nor flying. They can appear, disappear, and their motion violates the laws of motion

Ufos have been seen throughout history. In antiquity their occupants were regarded as gods; in medieval times as magicians, in the 19th century as scientific geniuses.

Ufo reports are not necessarily caused by visits from space travelers. The phenomenon could be a manifestation of a much more complex technology

The key to understanding the phenomena lies in the psychic effects it produces.

Contact occurs under the control of the ufo phenomena. Its characteristic feature is absurdity that leads to rejection of the story by the mainstream, but absorption at a deep unconscious level.  P. 28 f

The phenomena has so far posed no apparent threat to national defense. P. 30  

Chapter 2 The Triple Coverup
The first level of coverup is in the reporting of ufos: the effort made by authorities to discourage the reporting of ufos. This can range from the laughter of a local sheriff to intimidation of pilots from their commanding officer. 

From quasi-official sources in the 1960s  regarding US, British and Russian governments, the message was the same: people should not worry about ufos and should leave the investigation to competent authorities.
p. 40 f.

Donald Menzel, astronomer, proponent of natural phenomena, such as swamp gas. 

In a documentary a military authority claimed that no ufos were ever detected on radar, and an astronomer claimed that no ufos were ever seen or photographjed by satelites. This is because such phenomena are refered to as uncorrelated targets, or UCTs. At the time, the “Western Defense System” was recording about seven hundred of these UTCs a month. P. 45
Several scientists who had been associated with the field began receiving letters and calls from specialists who wanted to participate in the investigation of this phenomena. In his book The UFO Experience Dr. Hynek describes how the little group grew during the late 1960s. p. 47

My own theory of the Condon fiasco is not a coverup, but rather that the Air Force late in 1966 was simply fed up. After over 20 years of analysis the military was saying to academia that they had no evidence that the phenomena was in their jurisdiction to solve. The objects are not openly behaving as enemies of the us. Thus was born the U Co Condon Report.  A minority of this group rebelled. After a series of incidents that Dr David Saunders documented in the book UFOs? Yes!  The Condon team split into two violently opposed factions. An early internal memo was discovered and published by the minority group as evidence that the Condon committee had never intended to look seriously into the ufo problem p. 50
Condon fired the minority group. The files from the Condon committee were locked up at the university. They may have been destroyed. P 51

The second coverup: the release of official “explanations” that explain nothing but provide skeptics with an excuse to dismiss the story. P. 54
In March 1974, the French Minister of Defense, Robert Galley, agreed to participate in a series of radio interviews that included statements from three French scientists that had studied the ufo phenomena: Dr Pierre Guerin, of the Paris Astrophysics Institute; Dr Claude Poher, head of the French equivalent of NASA, and myself (J Vallee). The Minister of Defense stated, in part: “I am deeply convinced that we must regard these phenomena with an open mind.” P 55-56

The third Coverup

The built in silencing mechanism of the phenomena itself. Sometimes the observers are “warned” by the phenomena to not speak of the experience. Often just the absurdity of the event witnessed is enough to prevent people from speaking of it. P. 65
Chapter 3 Memorandum for Archives 

Andrija Puharich “hypnotized” Uri Geller in 1971, leading to  contact with “SPECTRA” an alleged cosmic power. Puharich and Geller followed the “advice” to reverent detail. They are not asked to understand, but to believe. “SPECTRA” does not explain anything. The cult that has built up around Puharich and Geller is similar to a number of other belief structures that have developed worldwide. P. 70.
Alleged military authorities had contacted, through a channel, entities called AFFA from Uranus, Crill from Jupiter, ALOMAR from Mercury PONNAR from Mercury ANKAR from the “constellation Centaurus”. The channel had been able to answer questions apparently beyond her educational level and technical ability, however, only vague answers as to the question of propulsion systems and UFOs. P. 75

I do not doubt the truthfulness of the channels. I regard these phenomena as instances of communication with some form of consciousness…. 

The Old Testament was written through communication with a higher source.

We are dealing with one of the most fundamental drives of humanity. How can these manifestations have such a deep relationship to collective consciousness? They make possible the appearance and development of mass religious movements, inspiring entire civilizations to war and conquest. P. 79
Most often, the words of the “entity” does nothing more than borrow words and expressions that are already in the minds of the contact groups. P. 80
Chapter 4 the Function of OEMII

In the early 1970s, the race from the planet “UMMO”, which contacted the Spanish, became very popular among  European ufo groups. Visual ufo sightings found the insignia “UMMO”.p. 96 f.
The interest spread to high Spanish government, law-enforcement, and military officials;

Some of whom became firm believers.

When the USAF released the negative findings of the Condon study, the conclusions were prominently displayed in the Paris press. 
p. 100

However, the French had accumulated their own data, and there was no lack of military and technical experts in France who knew what the real situation was.

A meeting was conviened in Spain. A Spanish engineer agreed with physicists of the French group GEPA who said that UMMO physical concepts “must have originated from people who knew perfectly the advances of modern physics” and had extrapolated beyond them. P. 102
The story of UMMO teaches us much more as we unravel the relationship between our beliefs and what we like to call the “objective” reality of our physics. The fact that beliefs of humanity can be manipulated both by physical and symbolic means. Certainly this is one of the objectives of UMMO. But UMMO is only one part of the total phenomena. P 105

Chapter 5 The Confrontation

This phenomenon seeks confrontation with us on its own terms. P. 106

When scientists and the military discuss ufos, they are not talking about the same part of the phenomena the public perceives. P. 107

Vallee has divided phenomena into a spectrum of 7 categories, from minimal strangeness to maximul strangeness. Minimal strangeness is just an unknown light. Maximal strangeness is an abduction. For maximal and minimal strangeness, the probability of  report is smallest.; minimal strangeness may be reported to anyone; midrange strangeness is reported to authorities; maximal strangeness event, including reality gap, may be reported to no one, or even not reported to the conscious mind. This is called the Hilltop curve theory. P. 111 f.

I think there is a general shifting of human belief patterns, his entire relationship to the concept of the invisible. P. 114

The Gentle Art of Reframing: is an unusual method of hypnotic induction also known as the Confusion Technique. It is initiated by an absurd response to a stimulus, and may be used to reframe a situation, and thus change behavior. Is the ufo confusion technique being used to effect change on a major scale? P 116-117
It is becoming technically feasible for sounds and images to be projected into peoples minds at a distance. Is this a part of the technology that creates the ufo experience?

Are we dealing with a terrestrial technology that systematically fools the witnesses? If so, it must be possible to demonstrate this.  If certain areas of the brain can be remotely stimulated, then it is possible to think of broadcasts literally saturating large territories with a flood of sensations. Such a devise could be a major tool of social change. If disguised under “absurd” conditions, it would be undetected for a long time. Author believes this could be a key to the confrontation with ufos.
Chapter 6 the Winged Disk

The Fatima apparitions offer a historical example of the religious dimensions of UFO encounters. The three girls first made contact with a woman when they saw a bright flash and walked toward a area called Cova da Irea (The cove of Irene, an old sacred spot. P. 142 f

Lady of Lourdes

The Book of Mormon, first published in 1830, is similar in many ways to the OAHSPE bible or the BOOK OF URANTIA, two accounts of early history inspired by “divine intelligence”.

Chapter 9 The Control System

Vallee proposes that there is a control system for human consciousness. .He finds as many absurd things as rational, and as many friendly elements as hostile, p. 196

He plots a time history of UFO reports from 1947 to 1962.  (is this US or world?) the plot shows sharp peaks every 2-3 years.
Vallee suggests that the pattern of ufo ocurances may be trying to condition our behavior, as B. F. Skinner, in his theory of behaviorism attempted to show. “with every new wave of ufos, the social impact  becomes greater”.  [ a change in world view]
More people become interested in the phenomena, in psychic events; more books appear.

Fred Beckman of U of Chicago, and Prof. Price Williams of UCLA have suggested that Skinner’s research might have a bearing on a discussions of human reactions to ufos..
“The technological use of schedules of reinforcement is rapidly expanding. … the analysis of schedules has proved useful in the study of psychotic behavior, educational techniques Other applications to the problem of the control of human behavior … offer considerable promise.”  

From Patterns of Reinforcement by Ferster and Skinner (Appleton-Century 1957), which reported on research sponsored by the Office of Naval Research.

How can we verify whether such conditioning is in fact operating? P. 200
If the phenomenon is forecing us through a learning curve, then it MUST mislead us….

We must eventually study ufos.

Within a few years, advanced countries will place on this problem, openly or in secret, their best specialists. But they may be powerless to use their expertise, because the phenomana fits no category. If so, they can never be analyzed because they are the means through which man’s concepts are being rearranged. All we can do is trace their effects on humans. P. 200

I suggest that it is human belief that is being controlled and conditioned. 

What does this explain? It explains why there is no contact. There may be deliberate misleading contact, as in UMMO. Direct genuine contact would ruin the control process.  

It explains some of the absurd statements said to come from ufonauts. It would explain why so many witnesses are incapable of expressing what they have experienced. 

Mythology rules at a level of our social reality over which normal political and intellectual action has no real power. p. 201

A subculture now exists in every country, based on the idea that humanity has a higher destiny.

The One World Family Commune in San Francisco. Vallee finds himself on a panel with Anrija Puharich, Arthur Young and mathematician Charles Muses (the authors of an excellent book Consciousness and Reality, and scientist Tom Bearden. The panel is chaired by Ira Einhorn, a poet from Philadelphia.
Puharich says that the only hope of mankind is to place its destiny in “their” hands. Charles Muses asks “shouldn’t we know something more about the helpful stranger before we jump on board? Should we suspend all our rational thoughts and just “believe”? p. 205

Conclusion
Some of the best informed sources of gossip in Washington are convinced that ufos will be increasingly prominent in the next few years (from 1975) There are persistent rumors that highly placed officials in us government have evidence that another form of “intelligence” was contacting us. These people may be going down the Puharich path. P. 207

For a long time I have harbored the private belief that the organizations responsible for our collective security were secretly conducting large scale investigations into the paranormal. If I still believed that today, I would not be publishing this book.

From Europe, Vallee’s contacts suggest that other governments are not connecting the dots.

The solution lies within ourselves.
