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What the abduction phenomenon has led me to see is that we participate in a universe or universes that are filled with intelligences from which we have cut ourselves off, having lost the senses by which we might know them p. 3.

UFO abductions have been reported and collected most frequently in Western countries or countries dominated by Western culture.  Insofar as the source of the global ecological crisis is Western culture, perhaps the “medicine” is being administered where it is needed most. p. 11.

As biologist Rupert Sheldrake has suggested, it is possible there exists a kind of eternal collective memory (akashic field?) on which we may all draw. One might, Sheldrake suggests, “tune in to particular people in the past who are now dead, and through morphic resonance, pick up memories of past lives.” This does not prove, he says, that “you were that person.” (Sheldrake 1992) p 419-20.

“I am often asked why, if UFOs are real, the spaceships do not show up in more obvious form. ‘Why don’t they land on the White House lawn?’” An often sited answer is that the aliens do no dare manifest themselves more directly. Government leaders would panic, might attack them, and would not know how to avid scaring the rest of us.

Mack suggests a better answer. The intelligence that appears to be a work here simply does not operate that way. “It is subtler, and it’s method is to …. Permeate our culture from the bottom up as well as top down, and to open our consciousness in a way that avoids a conclusion.  p. 421.
