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Partnership With Spirit

“I have come to know, investigate…a group of people who are convinced that not only are spirits real, but also that they are in daily contact with these invisible entities or energies. These people insist that they do not just believe but know that spirits play a fundamental role in their lives. They experience these spirits as helpers or guides in their lives. P. 21-22.

The author addresses three possibilities: That people’s consciousness survives physical death; that spirit assisted healing is possible; that both angels and spirit guides exist.

As challenging as it is scientifically to establish that they are still here, it is even more daunting to establish that it is their fervent intention to help us, individually and collectively. P. 45.
On page 44 the author gives a list of “clever” things the deceased can do to get our attention;  for example, they can interrupt, give you an answer to a previous question, refuse to answer, or lie; but these amount to a series of disruptions which could as easily discredit any claimed validity of conscious spirits.

Deliberately Caused Bodily Damage phenomena: Dervishes or other adepts intentionally cause serious damage to their bodies,  yet with complete control over bleeding and infection, and usually fast wound healing. Effects Of Spiritual Energy Healing Intentions On Patterns Of Cosmic Rays1
http://www.scientificexploration.org/talks/28th_annual/28th_annual_schwartz_boccuzzi_intention_cosmic_rays.html 
Chapter 13 Detecting the Presence of Angels in the Biophoton Laboratory
Measuring the Effects of Humans and Angels on Plants

Schwartz et al used super cooled low light digital CCD cameras to measure super weak coherent light, which is emitted from all living systems. A research medium, who supposedly communicated with spirit guides and angels, claimed that two of her angels could have different effects on plants: one (Angel X) increasing and one (Angel Y) decreasing light emissions. The medium further suggested the angels be invited to conduct an experiment.
Working with Dr. Kathy Creath, Schwartz arranged geranium leaves and flowers in a sealed CCD chamber, which in turn was sealed inside a dark room. They had previously documented that leaves typically generate more light than flowers. The two angels were invited to come into the CCD chamber and stand next to each other in front of the leaves and flowers. Schwartz noted that any result from the experiment could not be used to “prove” anything about angels, since other factors might be involved. Nevertheless, CCD measurements suggested that something significant was happening. Half of the flowers emissions were statistically significantly brighter than the control flowers. There was no statistically significant difference in the leaves.  
FFT (Fast Fourier Transform) analysis of the flower CCD images was done. It was found that the brighter flower images (attributed to Angel X) showed increased ripple or wave like structures in the patterns compared with the flower images associated with Angel Y. Angel X flowers also showed more complex patterns than Angel Y.

Are angels really there? The only way to find out was to perform tests. Schwartz’ guardian angle Sophia was invited to enter the CCD chamber. A black and white checkerboard background was provided, supposedly a request of Angel Sophia.  It was observed that during the time period when Sophia was supposedly in the chamber,  a faint angle-like image was recorded by the CCD. An FFT of the resulting light image showed ripple like waves and a somewhat more complex pattern than images of the chamber with no angel present. The results were replicated, with flowers also in the CCD chamber. The resulting CCD image while Angel Sophia was supposedly present showed dramatic ripple like waves. 
The Divine Light was then invited to enter the CCD chamber. This resulted in the most complex FFT patterns.

Surprising Patterns in the Photo Analysis of Cosmic Rays.

The CCD cameras also detect and record spontaneous bursts of gamma rays/cosmic rays

From space that penetrate the atmosphere. These gamma/cosmic ray bursts are hundreds of times brighter than the biophotons emitted by living cells. Typically these bursts are random and would play no systematic role in the overall results. They were left in the data of the previously described experiments.    
In subsequent analysis, Schwartz created two sets of images:

One set with only biophotons present. (cosmic rays removed)

One set with only cosmic rays present (biophotons removed)

He displayed the cosmic ray only images and their respective FFT analysis during the “presence of spirit” periods, as well as the pre- and post- baselines for all these investigations. 

He discovered that the FFT analysis on the cosmic ray images during the “presence of spirit” periods showed the same kinds of ripple like wave patterns that had been seen for the combined biophoton plus cosmic ray images. The predicted random FFT patterns were observed only in the pre- and post- periods. 
The FFT patterns for the cosmic rays only images were more robust than they were for the biophoton only images.

The CCD chamber test was repeated comparing light from a supposed angel and a supposed spirit of a deceased  person. 

Results showed that the spirit of a deceased person did not produce the degree of high frequency cosmic ray FFT ripple effects as an angel, and the angel did not produce the degree of normal light frequencies as the deceased spirit.

Can Cosmic Ray FFT Effects Occur at a Distance?

In 2009, 245 attendees of a Healing Touch Association meeting were encouraged to invite their angels and divine into the CCD chamber, 15 miles away. They did so for 15 minutes. CCD data as well as FFT data of the CCD images were collected for this time period, as well as 15 minutes before and after this time period. A large cosmic ray FFT ripple effect was observed during the 15 minutes  during which angels were invited to enter the chamber.

Disclaimer by Schwartz: this does not “prove” angels or divine light exist, or that they can effect cosmic rays.

Chapter 14 The Holy Grail of Communicating With Spirit
http://www.windbridge.org/ has begun research to detect the presence of spirit with the aid of technology.

Glass photomultiplier tubes are sensitive to surrounding magnetic fields, require high voltages to operate, and can be broken easily. Over the past few years, a new sensor technology has evolved; the silicon photomultiplier, which is relatively insensitive to magnetic fields, require minimal voltages, and are much less breakable, and are much less expensive than the traditional photomultiplier. In 2009, a single PCDMini  cost about $2500. they are very sensitive, and have low “dark counts” ie. Generate minimum background noise. 

The PCDMini cannot create 2-D pictures like a CCD camera, which has262,144 pixels

(512X512). It is the equivalent of one pixel, but is extremely sensitive and fast.

This system is able to count photon sums. Schwartz used the system to conduct three proof of concept experiments to see if spirits, on invitation, could interact with the PCDMini system. The idea would be to see if the spirit’s intention would allow it to  interact with the PCDMini to increase the number of photons summed. The ultimate goal would be to develop a kind of spirit communication system.
