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The foreword, by former astronaut Edgar Mitchell, provides support for the book’s findings. On return visits to Roswell as a local boy made good, the locals would approach him wanting to share their experiences, including harsh threats made to parents and families by the military, should the true events be discussed. Others, associated with the Roswell funeral home, the sheriff’s office, and the press and radio media made passing reference to their knowledge of the reality of the Roswell Incident at various social events Mitchell attended. He notes that in the last 30 years, evidence for the authenticity of  not only the Roswell Incident, but alien visitation in general is overwhelming. P. 15 f
In July 1947, something crashed in the high desert of eastern New Mexico. A few days later, a press release from Roswell Army Airfield announced that the 509th Bomb Group had “captured” a flying saucer. A few hours later however, a press conference was held at the Eighth Air Force HQ in Fort Worth Texas announced that it was a mistake. The “flying saucer” was nothing more than a weather balloon. 30 years later, in 1978, the intelligence officer of the 509th Bomb Group, Jesse Marcel broke the silence. By the early 1990s, several books were written on this event. 
In 1994, the Air Force stated that what had crashed was a high flying contraption of multiple weather balloons and radar targets. The mission was classified, but the materials were the same as a weather balloon. Rubber, tin foil, and balsa wood.  Then, in 1997, the Air Force offered another explanation, for long held rumors and eyewitness accounts of small alien bodies allegedly being recovered from the crash site. Witnesses had seen six foot mannequins used in high altitude parachute drops in New Mexico in the 1950s, or victims of a plane crash in 1956. The 10 year discrepancy was attributed to “time compression” on unwitting witnesses.  P. 29-30.
The book concurs that because the alleged “MJ-12” documents have no apparent provenance, they cannot be used as evidence. P. 32 f
In 1993, the GAO, at the request of NM congressman Steven Schiff, undertook a search of all relevant agencies for documents relating to the Roswell Incident. No additional documents were found other than the ones originally known.  It was discovered that ALL documents, such as telexes, radiograms, letters, invoices, etc, emanating from RAAF covering the general time period of the Roswell Incident had been destroyed years before, without explanation or apparent authority. 

General Roger Ramey held the press conference in Ft Worth TX, in which he stated that the Roswell debris was merely a weather balloon, and that transport of Roswell wreckage to Wright Patterson AFB had been cancelled.  An FBI memo, dated July 8 1947, sent from Dallas TX to Cincinnati OH, shortly after Ramey’s press conference, indicated that the transport had not been cancelled. P. 33  

No credible witnesses have come forward to a balloon event at any crash location. Dozens of credible eye witnesses, military and civilian, have come forward out of a witness pool of six hundred who believe this was an ET event. The eye witnesses span the entire timeline of events, from discovery and recovery of the UFO and its crew, military threats to Roswell inhabitants, initial transport to RAAF, attempted autopsy; flight to Ft Worth, and flight to Wright Patterson. P. 36-37.
On Tues July 8, 1947,  RAAF commanding officer Colonel William Blanchard announced the recovery of a flying disk.  Blanchard was entrusted with the oversight of the first atomic bomb strike force in the world. 

Later that day ,General Roger Ramey, Blanchard’s supervisor, claimed the army had recovered a Radar  target devise suspended on a neoprene weather balloon.

Mack Brazel, who discovered and reported the debris field, was abducted and detained by the US Army Air Force for 4-5 days during cleanup operations. 

Extreme security measures were implemented at the crash site locations. Two tiers of armed guards surrounded each site, rifle men were stationed on the surrounding hills, and MPs were posted  on surrounding roads. 
Special unscheduled flights arrived from Wash DC, with additional units arriving from White Sands AAFB in Alamogordo NM, Fort Bliss in El Paso TX, and Kirtland AAFB in Albuquerque NM. Unscheduled flights from Roswell transported materials to Ft Worth TX, Patterson  Field in Dayton OH, Andrews AAFB in Wash DC, and Los Alamos National Lab via truck from Kirtland. 

KGLF had every intention to air the Brazel story, until the US Army took custody of Brazel and his taped story. 

John McBoyle: general manager and part owner of KSWS in Roswell contacted the Secretary of KOAT in Albuquerque Lydia Sleppy with a news story based on Mack Brazels’ discovery. As the story was about to be transmitted, a warning, allegedly from the FBI appeared on the teletype to not transmit the story. 
“THIS IS THE FBI. YOU WILL IMMEDIATELY CEASE ALL COMMUNICATION”

P. 57.
The FCC called the minority owner of the radio station KGFL in Roswell threatening to revoke the stations license if an interview with Mack Brazel was publicized. A US senator for NM, Dennis Chavez then called to advise that the interview not be broadcast. 

Aug 8 1947 FBI telex previously noted

On July 9, the military searched news offices in Roswell, Albuquerque, and Santa Fe to remove any material contrary to the weather balloon explanation. Mack Brazel’s recorded interview was also confiscated.

6 witnesses testified that they saw Brazel being escorted through Roswell under military guard, as he went to the towns newspapers and KGFL and KSWS to personally retract his claims.
Multiple military and civilian eye witnesses testified about separate locations including debris fields, body site, final impact site

Over 2 dozen witnesses, military and civilian, agree on the unconventional nature of the wreckage.  Many have described memory materials as well as fiber optics

In 1993, Congressman from NM Steven Schiff sent 3 letters to the secretary of defense requesting access to all files concerning the Roswell incident. All 3 went unanswered. Similar requests also went unanswered from the White House, Pentagon, all branches of the military, as well as the FBI, CIA, and NSA.

A growing number of military and civilian witnesses are providing deathbed testimony confessing to direct knowledge about non-human bodies from Roswell, including a survivor of the crash 

The US military resorted to death threats against civilian witnesses who spoke of the true nature of the Roswell event. P. 40-43. 

The military also invaded civilian homes, smashing objects, cutting open and emptying feed bags and food stocks, looking for “souvenirs” they may have taken.

The whole thing started when Brazel announced his discovery, days after the fact. State Police officer Robert Scroggins  wondered, if the crash was military, why weren’t they looking for it? P. 49.
On July 8, 1947, a B-29 was booked to go all the way to Wright field, after a short stop to Ft Worth AAF.

Marcel was carrying something special to higher headquarters on Blanchard’s orders, and was told before departure that the flight was to go directly to Wright field.
At the “stopover” in Ft Worth he presented Ramey with some of the wreckage. He alleged that Ramey took him into another room, and when they returned to the debris room, the Roswell debris had been replaced by the remains of a crashed weather balloon. Marcel was ordered to pose with the smashed balloon, and the next day sent back to Roswell. His photo with the weather balloon was part of Remey’s press release. P. 123 f
The Joseph Montoya account: at base when debris and bodies brought to RAAF  p. 87 f.

Lt Col. Harold Warne, commander of RAAF medical facility. Miriam Bush’s boss. Bush allegedly “saw” a living alien in the facility. She was emotionally devastated, and warned to never mention the encounter.

The book names dozens of civilian and military witnesses.

Glenn Dennis account: p 143 f. base orders  3 caskets for children. (confirmed by witnesses)

Alleges meets nurse friend in facility who tells him to get out; is accosted by military. Alleges nurse told him of foul smelling alien.

Other  witnesses confirm unusual activity at medical facility at that time.

600 witnesses have spoken to authors as Roswell witnesses.

Most likely  to talk: civilians not on government pensions, least likely to talk: retired career military officers; the higher the rank, the less likely to talk. Exceptions:

Gen Aurthur Exon allegedly said to have seen the two crash sites between Corona and Roswell as he flew over the region a year or two later. P. 197

Most investigators agree that there would be no case to pursue if not for the testimony of a handful of key witnesses: Mack Brazel, Jesse Marcel, 
One of the most important military witnesses is Bill Rickett
Whole chapter on “Roswell deathbed confessions”: Major Edwin Easley; Major Patrick Saunders, Private Francis Cassedy, Sargent Homer Rowlette, Master Sergeant Harry Telesco, PFC James Saine,  Sergeant Melvin E. Brown, Meyers Wahnee, Marion Black Mac Magruder, George Compton,   
Dr. Lincoln LaPaz

General Robert Laundry; Highly decorated, he was the first AF aid to the White House. And Truman at the time of the incident.  Allegedly verbally reporting to Truman that the “flying saucer situation” would leave no paper trail. Footnote: “President Harry S. Truman….” By Grant Cameron, from 2008 website www.presidentialufo.com.  Although he promised the truth to his family, he soon after died.

His children noted his cryptic response when asked about the Roswell incident.  P. 242-3 . Most of these “confessions” come from family members.
A sealed statement from First Lt Walter G. Haut, RAAF  PIO opened after his death, alleged to have made many appearances at UFO conventions, and founded the International UFO Museum & Research Center His statement supports  reports of alien bodies, as well as an egg shaped object, 6 ft high and 15-20 ft long. P. 245 f  
Debris:

Large amount of small to palm sized pieces of smooth, thin, light, and extremely strong “metal” which could not be cut scratched, bent, or burned

Amounts of palm sized and larger pieces of a thin light metal with fluid properties; it also could not be cut scratched, bent or burned. But it could be temporarily deformed. This is the so called “memory metal”

   A quantity of thread like wires that could not be cut, scratched, burned or permanently deformed. These could be coiled, and a light shined in one end could be seen coming out the other end.  This is similar to todays fiber optics technology. 

A number of this I beams  18-30 inched long x ¼ x 3/8 inch wide; as light as balsa wood, but could not be  cut scratched or burned; could be flexed slightly but not broken. Unintelligible writing along them.
Etc p.209 f.

Authors allege Exon was part of Foreign Technology Division; “we heard the material was coming”. “everything from chemical analysis, stress tests, compression tests, … the boys who tested it said it was very unusual.”  “the metal and material were unknown to anyone I talked to.”… I never heard what the results were….some thought it might be Russian … the overall consensus was that the pieces were from space. The materials may have included titanium.

He allegedly flew over the site months later and found two crash sites, and also alleged he had been told of bodies.  During the GAO investigation of Roswell in 1994-95, Exon was interviewed by congressional staff members, and found to be extremely guarded in these interviews.
Appendix IV by Anthony Bragalia offers intriguing information on the possible fate of some Roswell material. 
Battelle, headquartered in Columbus OH,  is a private organization engaged in advanced research and development and in the commercialization of technological innovation. Battelle operates and manages 6 US national labs, including Oak Ridge, Lawrence Livermore, and Brookhaven. Battelle is close to Wright Pat, and its R&D specializes in advanced metallurgy and materials science.
Battelle contract to develop memory metal
A reference to secret Battelle scientific reports shows that in the months following the Roswell incident, Battelle was contracted by Wright Pat to test and develop a “memory metal”; Nitenol was the result, a novel alloy of Nickel and Titanium, that displays shape recovery.
Like the described Roswell debris, Nitinol is a memory metal that displays shape recovery. It remembers its original shape and can return to that shape when crumpled. It possesses high fatigue strength, is very light, is of similar color, and can withstand heat from a blowtorch.

At the time of publication of this book, Nitinol was used in medical devises, antenna, and many other applications. 

Newer “intelligent metals” are being developed by NASA to create “adaptable” bendable wings and “self healing” outer skin material for spacecraft. 

Based on these discovered reports, it has been learned that some of the Roswell material was composed in part of elements also found on earth, including titanium. It has become clear that the processing of these elements was something unknown in 1947.

A historical study shows that no other alloys have been studied by the US military that had the property of shape recovery prior to 1947 and Battelle’s Wright Pat contract. 
The first crude titanium nickel alloy sample was produced in 1939 by Laves and Wallbaum, and was studied for its crystalline properties. It is now known that the purity of the materials must be 99.99 % for the memory effect to become manifest. This purity was not available in 1947. The US Naval Ordinance Lab would officially introduce Nitinol in the 1962-3 frame time.

According to the 1980 Encyclopedia Brittannica, “after 1947, titanium changed from a lab curiosity to an important structural metal.” The number of scientific abstracts published on titanium spiked markedly after 1947.   

Two “progress reports” on titanium and nickel were issued by Battelle to Wright Pat following the Roswell crash. The second one relates to the processing required to make Nitinol; which can be inferred through citations to this report that it involves the refinement of titanium to the purity required. These two reports have gone missing, The  US DOD’s Defense Technical Information Center (DTIC) database shows the document that cites the second report, but the actual report was not found. Battelle’s own historian, as well as Wright Patterson’s archivist-librarian were unable to find the second document. Further, neither the first report, nor references that may cite it, have ever been located.
The authors of the missing second report are alleged to have been Battelle scientists C. M. Craighead, F. Fawn, and L.W. Eastwood”, all deceased. The subject matter of their careers was research in metals and alloys. 

Exon mentioned titanium as one of the constituents of the Roswell debris. 

In 1973, the US government  secretly tested Nitinol for its ability to be altered by the mind. 

A technical summary report  by US Naval Ordinance physical scientist Eldon Byrd names the scientist who reviewed the psychic tests.  The tests were to determine if the psychic could change the hardness, deform it in some way, or alter its magnetic properties. The test results were successful in part. The psychic was able to effect the material from returning to its original shape. P. 281.
In 1977 at a UFO conference, J. Allen Hynek said “I hold it entirely possible that a technology exists which encompasses both the physical and the mental.” Hynek worked for Battelle early in his career. 
Battelle did further work on the UFO SUBJECT. It is historically confirmed to have been contracted by the USAF for UFO study. The USAF’s Project Bluebook commissioned a Battelle statistical study of UFO sightings around the nation. It was completed in 1954 and known as “Special Report No. 14”, but Battelle’s involvement was suppressed. The Battelle scientist who reported to the government on the Roswell like memory metal was the same employee who was involved in writing of “Special Report No. 14”; Howard C. Cross.
Battelle’s UFO work was code named “Project Bear” according to E. J. Ruppelt. 
In 1992, Dr. Irena Scott, herself a former Battelle employee, interviewed a close friend of Battelle scientist Elroy Center, who was allegedly involved in studying material from a UFO crash having similarities to the Roswell materials.
